PUC	Nueva	Esperanza	Charter	Academy	is	part	of	a	Charter	Management	Organiza=on	called	PUC,	Partnerships	to	Upli@
Communi=es.	The	organiza=on	began	with	one	school	in	1999	and	officially	became	PUC	in	2004.	The	network	now	consists	of
14	schools	which	serve	3	specific	communi=es,	Northeast	San	Fernando	Valley,	Northeast	Los	Angeles,	and	Northeast	Rochester.

The	vision	at	PUC	is	that	all	stakeholders	work	together,	united	in	a	vision	of	college	success	for	all	students.	This	includes	school
leaders,	teachers,	other	school	staff,	parents,	community	members,	and	local	community	organiza=ons	such	as	colleges	and
universi=es.

In	that	students	learn	in	different	ways	and	at	different	paces	and	some	may	have	learning	gaps	that	surface	as	they	move
through	the	grade	levels,	our	leaders	and	teachers	use	a	variety	of	assessments	and	data	to	determine	students’	needs	on	an
ongoing	basis.	Classes	and	overall	school	size	are	small	enough	that	teachers	can	then	individualize	and	provide	interven=on	as
needed	in	order	to	keep	all	students	on	track.

All	PUC	schools	work	diligently	at	crea=ng	and	sustaining	a	culture	of	mutual	respect	and	caring,	with	an	overarching	vision	of
high	school	and	college	gradua=on	for	all	of	our	students.	The	culture	is	grounded	in	PUC’s	3	Commitments	which	are	that	we
will	increase	the	college	gradua=on	rate	by	5	=mes	in	our	communi=es,	that	all	of	our	students	will	be	proficient	within	4	years	at
PUC,	and	students	will	commit	to	upli@	our	communi=es	now	and	forever.

PUC	Nueva	Esperanza	Charter	Academy	was	founded	in	2009	(middle	school)	and	2014	(high	school)	in	the	Northeast	San
Fernando	Valley.	99.26%	of	PUC	Nueva	Esperanza	Charter	Academy’s	students	are	Hispanic.		14.05%	of	the	student	popula=on	is
served	by	the	Special	Educa=on	program,	and	14.79%	of	students	are	iden=fied	English	Learners	(ELs)	and	55.45%	are
Reclassified	Fluent	English	Proficient	(RFEP).	70.43%	of	families	qualify	for	free	or	reduced	lunch.	About	19.68%	of	parents	have
taken	some	college	coursework	or	Associate’s	degree,	and	7.52%	have	degrees	of	any	other	variety.

Finally,	it	is	worthy	to	note	that	moving	forward	Nueva	Esperanza	Charter	Academy	will	no	longer	be	serving	grades	9th	through
12th.		As	such	the	LCAP	Plan	for	2018-19	and	behind	will	no	longer	list	high	school	specific	goals(Goals	#19,	#20,	and	#21).

Having	completed	our	an=-bullying	roll-out,	we	shi@ed	our	focus	to	the	broader	realm	of	social	emo=onal	learning.	We
implemented	Social	Emo=onal	Learning	through	advisory	classes	in	order	to	support	the	growth	of	the	whole	child	and	posi=ve
school	culture.

At	the	middle	school	level,	PUC	NECA	set	the	following	CAASPP	Achievement	goals:

ELA:	40%	will	reach	level	3	or	4.

MATH:	35%	will	reach	level	3	or	4.

SpEd/EL:	40%	will	reach	level	2	or	3.

Academic	growth	and	achievement	for	all	students	and	subgroups	remains	a	high	priority	as	we	strive	to	ensure	that	all	students
are	prepared	for	college	success."

Greatest Progress

In	reviewing	progress,	the	school	has	a	number	of	areas	to	celebrate.	In	the	middle	school	grades,	overall
ELA	CAASPP	Meets/Exceeds	increased	from	34%	in	15-16	to	40%	for	16-17.	In	Basic	Services,	all	teachers
are	appropriately	assigned.	Facili=es	are	well	repaired	and	maintained	and	in	good	standing	order.	All
students	have	access	to	instruc=onal	materials,	all	courses,	and	interven=on,	including	expanded	access	to
instruc=onal	technology.	In	Implementa=on	of	Academic	Standards,	professional	development	was
expanded	and	improved	in	order	to	meet	teacher	needs	in	improving	instruc=on.	Another	highlight	of	the
year	was	parent	engagement.	The	school	offered	parent	educa=on	classes,	conducted	school	advisory
commilee	mee=ngs,	and	engaged	parents	through	family	events	such	as	student-led	conferences.	Parent
survey	16-17	shows	strong	sa=sfac=on	as	evidenced	by	level	3	or	higher	on	a	four	point	scale.		We	also
noted	that	expulsion	remained	at	a	low	rate.	The	school	also	grew	in	reading	comprehension	as	evidenced
by	increased	lexile	scores	16-17.

PUC	schools	are	high	achievement/high	support	schools	that	demonstrate	high	levels	of	success.	All	PUC
schools	are	commiled	to	gradua=ng	all	students,	including	those	who	are	academically	struggling,	while
simultaneously	preparing	all	students	for	college-ready	standards	and	success.	Our	schools	feature	a
rigorous	college-preparatory	program	of	study	beginning	in	sixth	grade	that	includes	enrollment	in	college
classes	by	the	senior	year	in	high	school.	Each	school	is	characterized	by	a	strong	college-going	culture.	The
following	design	principles	were	honored	and	put	into	prac=ce	at	the	University	Park	Campus	School,	a
school	that	has	consistently	demonstrated	holding	power	for	students	who	enter	academically	behind	while
achieving	college-readiness	for	all.

The LCFF investments are targeted to low-income, English Learners and Foster Youth students, which aim to fulfill the commitment of
providing essential resources for the purpose of closing the achievement gaps that currently exist for these sub-groups.  The funds will be
spent on improving the charter-wide educational program and meeting the academic goals specified earlier in the LCAP. Note that the school
has an unduplicated count percentage of 78.0% and therefore, it is deemed appropriate and effective to provide services to these students on a
charter-wide basis. In addition, the needs of the unduplicated count population are met based on the charter-wide educational model and no
additional services need to be provided.

It is done through a strategic investment plan aimed at ensuring all of our students are college and career ready, graduating at a higher rate,
provided access to high quality curriculum and instruction, attending school every day and supported by effective employees in safe school
environments.  The goals that drive PUC Nueva Esperanza Charter Academy’s LCAP provide a roadmap for targeting resources and
improving outcomes through more accountability.  The additional supplemental and concentration funds identified in the school’s LCAP
provide an opportunity to fully integrate and improve services for unduplicated pupils by augmenting personnel and academic supports to
improve their learning environment and drive academic outcomes.  Because of our unduplicated student population count, all of these actions
and services are being performed school-wide with the exception of specific and additional action and services that support identified English
Language Learners.   These investments are aimed at expanding the arts program, providing new and updated classroom libraries, reducing
class size for English Language Arts and Mathematics, increasing counseling support, and providing intervention and support programs to
youth on their path to graduation.  The decision to use the funds in this manner is based on the input from multiple stakeholder groups
consisting of employee, parent, community and student members.  These funded programs are supported by a number of evidence-based
practices that ensure staff is properly serving the targeted youth and aimed at achieving improved academic outcomes.
